Philippians 2: 3 - 8

Do nothing out of selfish

ambition or vain conceit. Rather, in
humility value others above yourselves,
not looking to your own interests but
each of you to the interests of the
others. In your relationships with one
another, have the same mind-set as
Christ Jesus: who, being in very nature
God, did not consider equality with God
something to be used to his own
advantage; rather, he made himself
nothing by taking the very nature of a
servant, being made in human likeness.
And being found in appearance as a
man; he humbled himself by

becoming obedient to death - even
death on a cross!

Mark 10: 42 - 45

Jesus called them together and
said, “you know that those who
are regarded as rulers of the
Gentiles lord it over them, and
their high officials exercise
authority over them. Not so
with you. Instead, whoever
wants to become great among
you must be your servant, and
whoever wants to be first must
be slave of all.
